The Miss Red Bluff Junior Rodeo Queen Contest is held annually to select two young ladies

who have the desire and enthusiasm to serve as a good -will ambassador for the sport of
rodeo, the community and the western way of life. Win or loose, from this experience you will
gain a strong foundation to better prepare yourself for future rodeo queen contest.

WHO IS MISS RED BLUFF JUNIOR RODEO QUEEN?

Miss Red Bluff Junior Rodeo symbolizes the youth of our community who wishes to promote

the sport of rodeo, and in so doing, promotes the great western way of life. She is the ideal
western type American girl who has an appealing appearance, a congenial personality and
knowledge of the equine industry, our community, and the sport of rodeo. She is someone
who desires to inspire and has her own ambitions to better herself for the future.

WHAT TYPE OF YOUNG LADY DOES THE CONTEST ATTRACT?

* A young lady who wishes to be a representative of the community she represents, Red
Bluff, and the rodeo.

* A young lady who loves horses and everything they represent, and demonstrate to the
rest of our community what can be accomplished when surrounded by the western
way of life.

* A young lady who portrays excellent sportsmanship and high moral ethical charact er.
Someone who speaks intelligently and displays dignity at all times.

e A young lady who understands the sport of rodeo and is able to explain and OsellO
rodeo to anyone with whom she may come in contact, especially those unfamiliar with
the sport.



IMPORTANT INFORMATION

There will be orientation and clinic day/s that are advised to attend.

Contest Outline:

Horsemanship will take place at a local arena around red bluff. SR and JR
Queen events will take place throughout the day but is subject to change. Poise
and personality portions will take place at the Tehama County Fair grounds at
1:00 pm or two hours following the conclusion of the horsemanship.

Each contestant will be re  quired to sell Red Bluff Junior Rodeo tickets prior to
the contest. The sooner the Red Bluff Junior Rodeo Queen committee receives
your application, the sooner you may receive the rodeo tickets to sell.

(Minimum Tickets must be sold by the morning of horsemanship contest
day at check in. Money and tickets must be turned at check in 8:00am.)

QUALIFICATIONS

. Senior Queen contestants must not be less than 13 years or age or more than

18 years of age as of January 1, 2011. Junior Queen Contestants must no t be
less than 6 years of age or more than 12 years of age as of January 1, 2011.

(Birth certificates may be required upon request.)

. Contestants must never have been married or engaged.

. Contestants must not have had any children or have been pregnant.

. Contestants must reside and be residents of Tehama, Butte, Glenn, Shasta,

Trinity, Plumas, Lassen or Modoc Counties of California. Contestants who

reside outside these counties who wish to compete must be approved by the

Red Bluff Junior Round Up Committee. Contestants must understand there
are several MANDATORY FUNCTIONS that must be attended through out
her reign, and if not fulfilled she will forfeit her title.

. Contestants must have sold the minimum of 375 Red Bluff Junior Round -Up
Rodeo tickets prior to r iding in horsemanship the contest day.

. Contestants must enter at least one event at the Red Bluff Junior Round Up

Rodeo.



Rules and Regulations

All contestants, family members, and the Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo and
Queen Committee Members must abide by the Rules and Regulations.

Any harassment directed before, during and after contest by contestant, contestantOs
family and friends directed toward fellow contestants, Red Bluff Junior Round Up

Queen Committee members, and directors will not be tolerat ed! This could result in
disqualification of the contestant.

Grievance Procedure: Contestants must address all questions, problems or concerns
to the Queen Director. Parents or other interested person who gets involved with the
Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo Queen Contest and functions involved with the
contest, run the risk of the person whom they are trying to assist get disqualified.

Contestants must complete the contest application and submit the required

documents along with a photograph to enter the contest.
o Application
a Photo
0 Horse and or Lease Agreement
o Agreement, waivers, and arena contract
o Participant Rules and Regulations Contract.

Each contestant must conduct herself in a professional manner, portray high moral
standards and good sportsm  anship, or she will be disqualified. Contestants are not
permitted at any time during the contest or as reigning queen to drink alcoholic
beverages, smoke, or use foul language, ¥ YOU ARE UNDERAGE!!

No contestant shall have previously acted as a Red Bluff J unior Rodeo SR or JR queen
and compete in that division again. A previous junior queen contestant who meets
gualifications may compete in the senior division in the following years.

All contestants need to be on time to all functions required by this cont est.

If Miss Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo Senior or Junior Queen is or becomes
pregnant during her reign, she will forfeit her crown and all benefits derived from the
contest.

Judges rate the contestantOs horsemanship ability, skill, and overall app earance
(grooming and cleanliness of horse and tack) will be judged. The horseOs athletic ability
will not be judged.

Contestants are to provide their own transportation to and from the contest and all
promotional activities.

Contestants are required to  have a suitable horse for use at the Rodeo and other
related events. On O Horse Ownership AgreementO, Contestant must declare which
horse is ridden the day of competition. If Crowned contestant must fulfill her reign on
that specified horse. Contestant may provide a veterinary excuse for that horse if a



problem was to occur, and may choose to ride any horse from the list provided. If
contestant is leasing a horse, they must provide a lease agreement between contestant
and owner to the Red Bluff Junior Round Up Queen Committee. The Red Bluff Junior
Round Up Queen Committee has the right to declare a horse unsuitable if horse and
contestant become at risk, and may issue the right to use another horse listed on their

list provided.

10. Coaching from the sidelines is not permitted. This is grounds for complete
disqualification.

11. Final decision in all categories will be that of the judges.
12. Contestants are required to provide their own wardrobes.

13. Following the contest, contestants will receive copies of scorecards and or comments
from judges to help and inform them. This is a learning experience to better prepare
them for future contest.

14. Parents, friends, and relatives are welcome to attend any or all activities designated
and agree to abide by all rules and regul ations.

15. All contestants and royalty of the contest are required to dress in western attire, sash,
crown, and hair curled when representing the Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo in
any capacity.

16. The Miss Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo perpetual crowns are the permanent
property of Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo. If the contest winner chooses to keep
them in her possession during her year as reigning queen, she will be responsible for
returning them in the same condition that she received them. Exempted for 2011.

17. After the coronation, each contestant is expected to stay and behave appropriately as
well as show good sportsmanship. Misconduct could cause ineligibility for future
contests and forfeit of prizes and gifts.

18. The Red Bluff Junior Round -Up Rodeo Senior and Junior Queens may not hold
another title during competition and or compete for another title during current reign.

19. Please consult, Jennifer Marinelli, Queen committee director prior to any functions
attended. We encourage the queens to promote amongst all types of events that are
appropriate.

20. A Junior queen who has previously forfeited her crown may not run for the senior
queen title.

21. Judges have the right to inspect any contestant upon request.

NOTE: These rules and regulations are design  ed for your safety and to keep the contest
running properly and in a professional manner.

Up Queen Contest. The letters must be turned in prior or on the day of the coronation. All or

Horsemanship

The purpo se of this division is to select the contestant who rates highest in:
a. Horsemanship B Control of mount and the way each situation is handled.
b. Balance B The ability to sit in a saddle.
c. Position of hands, feet, and seat.
d. Mounting and dismounti  ng.
e. The understanding and skill of the contestant will be judged, and the overall
appearance (grooming and cleanliness) of horse and the equipment.
f. Each contestant can be interviewed on each of the following categories:
¥ Knowledge of tack, horse care, feeding, disease, anatomy, etc
¥ Knowledge of professional, high school and junior rodeo
DBHistory
B Organization
D Rodeo terminology or vernacular
B Explanation of standard events
g. The contestant will be required to mount and dismount an d perform a queenOs
presentation ride.

h. Dress wear for horsemanship is:

* Must wear western pants, belt, long sleeved blouse, boots, and
western hat during horsemanship. Dress nicely, professional, and
choose something that will suit your current rodeo queen style.

* Tack must be cleaned and polished. Horses must be well groomed
and presentable.

* Contestants may use leg protection during pattern, but not during
rail work. Please know how to use the types of equipment properly.

i. Since a contestantOs person ality projects from horseback to the audience and judges,
showmanship should be considered. A smile is important at all times.
j- Excessive use of spurs will not be permitted.
k. Hats must be secured to ensure that they do not come off while performing. F ive
point deduction.
Horsemanship Rules and Regulations:
1. Any Mistreatment of animals will result in immediate disqualification.

2. Senior queens must prepare, and warm up their own horses. Trainers and or family
members may not ride the contestants mount prior or during competition. Junior
Queen Contestants need to try to complete these tasks with little help as needed.

3. Contestant must ride with no training aids (Tie downs, martingales, etc.) She may ride
two handed using an O - ring, D -ring, or non -shanke d snaffle bit with split reins and
or bosal, or ride one handed in a shank bit bridle using split reins. For this contest,
the age of the horse will not determine the use of a snaffle bit describe above.

4. If any problem occurs during horsemanship competition, contestant should stop
pattern or task immediately and consult the judges directly to solve issue. Decisions of

how the problem should be solved and resolved is up to the Judges. If con testant
experiences problems and yet completes her pattern or task, the matter will not be
considered.



Poise and Personality

The purpose of this division is to select the contestant who rates highest in:
a. Intelligence BGood common sense and logic.
b. Education B Good grammar and general education.
c. Conversational ability in varied areas.
d. Sense of humor.
e. Genuine interest in other people, noticeable consideration of others, and good
sportsmanship at all times.
f. Projection DAbility to project oneOs personality whether from horseback in an
arena, on television, or before an audience.
g. Showmanship DBeing able to present oneself in a gracious manner.
h. Happy outlook on life in general.
i. Promptness in keeping pageant schedule.
j- Ability to keep composure in public.

Appearance

The purpose of this judging is to select the contestant who is highest in:

a. Attractiveness Bappealing quality

b. Grooming Bthis should include neatness and cleanliness in every detail
such as complexi on, hands, fingernails, hair, hat, boots, and other wearing
apparel.

c. Photogenic Quality BJudges will see a picture of each contestant. A
contestantOs strength of character and personality are reflected strongly in a
wholesome appearance. Also, the actual appearance of the contestant will be
compared to the photo to determine similarity.

d. Posture.

Professional behavior in every situation.

ContestantOs awareness of what is fashionable western dress with particular

attention given to color coordination. C ontestants should be aware of how

the use of various color combinations can enhance appearance and eye

appeal.

g. Judges will observe how a contestantOs clothes fit and suit her personality,
the length of her trousers and jackets, the crease and shape of her hat as
well as how she carries out the Ototal lookO. This is not a clothes contest,
however, the contestants are expected to appear in Ofull western dress
attireO, which means they a suit of pants, western blouse or shirt, jacket
(optional), hat, beltan d boots at all times, unless otherwise specified. It is
not necessary to invest in an excessive amount of expensive clothing. Judges
will be looking for versatility and imagination displayed by the contestants.

h. Contestants should be familiar with western wear, and more specifically, the
outfits worn during competition.

Personal Interview

Each contestant will be required to answer questions to the best of her ability. The
following are topics that will and can be used for the questions.

% Animalrigh ts in the sport of rodeo. % Rules and penalties of each event
% General Knowledge about herself % What ever the Judges want to ask
% Riding and timed events: you

% Description of each event

Impromptu Questions

Each contestant will be asked general OimpromptuQ questions on stage. There is no
right or wrong answer to these types of questions. The judges will score each
contestant according to how well she presents herself, her composure and
mannerisms while answering the questions. This will be added to her final scoring.

Each contestant will take a short quiz on:

DRESS CODE

Please do not invest a lot of money in new clothes for the contest. We want you to

feel comfortable, look neat, and enjoy yourself. Your horsemanship outfit (outfit #1)

should be a pair of western jeans, a long sleeve shirt, boots, belt, a nd western cowboy
hat. No chaps permitted, and outfits should not interfere while riding. The outfit to

be worn during the interviews and speeches (outfit #2) should be a pair of blue or

colored Wranglers and a dressy shirt, a shirt and slacks, a shirt an d skirt, or a dress,
all to be worn with boots, a belt, western cowboy hat and accessories. There will be
mandatory functions where contestants will be required to wear the Red Bluff Junior

Round Up Sponsor Shirts.

PHOTOGRAPHS

Include an 8 x 10 photo ve rtical headshot in western hat and outfit with your entry. The
photo does not need to be a professional photo. The photo will be used for publicity; the Red
Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo assumes all information and photos as property of the pageant

and their uses. The photo will be made available to the Queen Committee, The Red Bluff



Junior Round -Up Association, The Red Bluff Junior Round -Up Queen contest judges, and
news press. Miss Photogenic will be base on who appeals more to the judges through out the

wh ole competition. This not based on appearance of clothing and looks, but your public
appearance and body language in person. As royalty you never know who is looking, so
always have a smile on your face! Miss Photogenic is awarded no points toward final s core.

Your application photo needs to be printed in this 8x10
vertical format

& Do not print a 10x8 horizontal format.

TICKET SALES

The ticket -selling portion is structured in a way for the contestant to support the contest and
preserve th e Red Bluff Junior Round Up Rodeo. Contestants are required to participate by
promoting and selling the rodeo before they take on the full responsibility of the Miss Red
Bluff Junior Round Up Queen Ambassador.

1. Tickets will be sold at $2.00 each.
a. Buyers a re entered into a drawing for $100.
b. Tickets may be used towards the general admission for Saturday and Sunday
Junior Round Up 2011 Rodeo Performances. Buyers may use two tickets
towards a $5 gate fee at the Red Bluff Jr Round Up Rodeo.

2. A $50 non -refundabl e fee is required for the first 25 tickets.
a. To cover the initial ticket fee, contestants are encouraged to pursue sponsors.
(Please donOt approach official sponsors of the Red Bluff Junior Round Up
Rodeo and the Queen contest, for reasonOs they have alread  y supported the
association. You are welcome to sell tickets to them!)

3. Contestants are required pay in advance for any amount of tickets in groups of 25, to
be sold. You may get as many tickets as you please, as long as they are paid for in
advance.

4. At conclusion of contest the contestant will receive a Red Bluff Junior Round Up

Rodeo Blouse with the sponsors logo. Any additional sponsors may be embroidered on
the blouse, at the contestantOs responsibility and cost.
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5. When tickets are sold contestants are to return the numbered stubs and money to:
Ticket Cordinator of Red Bluff Junior Round -Up Rodeo. 530 - 384-1098. You must
turn the tickets stapled or paper clipped in stacks of ten by numerical order.
(For example, 0900, 0901,0902.) It is preferred that la rger bills are used for ticket
submission. Checks are also gladly accepted.

6. A minimum of 375 Tickets @ $2.00= $750, are to be sold by the morning of Contest
Day. Money and stubs must be turned in by 8:00 am deadline before Horsemanship,
before competing i n the contest. If minimum number of ticketOs sold are not reached
prior to deadline, the contestant must forfeit to last place. The contestant may
continue through the competition to be eligible for participation gifts, but will remain
in last place.

7. All contestants who have qualified for the minimum amount of tickets sold may
continue selling tickets until coronation night. All ticket sales stop at 7:00 pm
Thursday, September 9, 2011, and turned into queen committee. This means all
queen contestants shoul d be lined up and ready with tickets in hand to turn into the
queen committee, No later. Any tickets sold after 7:00pm will not be counted toward
the final scores.

8. Points are awarded 1 -50 points. 50 Points maximum awarded for 500 tickets sold. Any
amount of tickets sold over, the contestants are in contention for the Bonus Category.

9. Contestants and family members may not disclose any amount of tickets sold among
fellow contestants or contest personal other than the ticket coordinator.

BONUS: The topti cket seller (must have sold a minimum of 375 tickets) will be awarded.

If six total or less contestants are competing a high -ticket selling lady will receive a prized
belt buckle. If seven total or more contestants are competing a high ticket selling lady will
receive a customized trophy saddle. (A certificate will be awarded the night of coronation, and
saddle ordered depending of size of specification.)
